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St. Vincent de Paul’s Uniforms for Kids provides uniforms to elementary and 
middle school children (Head Start and Pre-K through 8th grade) who live 
in households at or below the federal poverty guidelines. Children in Head 
Start must attend a Head Start run by the City of Baton Rouge-Parish of East 
Baton Rouge. 

Scheduling Appointments 
We will schedule appointments for East Baton Rouge families in person only at 
the St. Vincent de Paul Thrift Store, 2655 Plank Road, beginning June 28, from 
9:30–3:00 each weekday, continuing until we have given out all appointment 
slots for available uniforms.

Only the parent, grandparent or legal guardian can schedule an appointment. 
This year we schedule and qualify applicants at the same time. When you 
come in for your appointment, you will need only to check in.

(Usually 
noted on the report card.)
